California African American Museum Honors Dr. King  on January 20 and 21

Los Angeles, CA, December 26, 2007—Target Sundays@ CAAM, the California African American Museum’s unique Sunday mix of performance, music, workshops and gallery viewing, will be held January 20, the third Sunday of the month to bring it closer to birthday celebrations for Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. This special day brings together performance artists from our diverse community, reflecting people from all backgrounds and colors. 


CAAM traditionally moves January’s Target Sundays@CAAM, usually held on the first Sunday of the month, to coincide with celebrations honoring Dr. King.  In addition to presenting live programming and workshops, CAAM has created a special exhibit of rare photographs that chronicles Dr. King’s visits to California and illustrates the importance of this region to his life’s work. “MLK in California” opens January 12 and runs through the month of February.  


On Sunday, January 20, museum galleries open at 11:00 am, at the same time as a children’s workshop begins. Featuring Elliot Pinkney, the workshop will repeat at 1:00 pm. DJ N’Namdi will provide music beginning at noon and the official opening activities begin at 1:00 pm with welcomes by co-hosts Jeffrey Anderson Gunter and Dawnn Lewis and CAAM Executive Director Charmaine Jefferson.

The program line up begins with the Young Artist Performance Series featuring the poetry of Rio and Sierra Moore and the City of Carson’s Jr. Midget Dream Team, a national award-winning cheerleading team. Violin virtuoso Vivian Tang will perform after the young artists. Tang will be followed by the colorful Korean Dance Academy, which combines beautiful costumes, traditional dance and historical instruments. Next, East Indian drummer and vocalist Ramesh Kumar-Bharati will entertain with intricate drumming and songs. Los Dados, a trio who entertain with boleros, corridos and ranchera music, will appear after the East Indian drummer. The closing group will be Life Choir, a harmonious and dynamic group of singers, that is led by H.B. Barnum.


Current museum exhibitions will be open to viewers all day. They include “A Woman’s Journey: The Life and Work of Artis Lane,” “Blacks In and Out of the Box” and “African American Journey West,” CAAM’s permanent exhibition. Throughout Sunday, CAAM also will screen films documenting Dr. King’s life.  Local artisans will sell crafts and vendors will offer everything from barbecue to cobbler.
The Los Angeles parade honoring Dr. King will be held the following day, Monday, January 21, and CAAM, which is generally closed Mondays, will be open and will participate in the parade. Moreover, CAAM invites visitors to come by after the parade to share birthday cake in honor of Dr. King, on a first come, first serve basis.
